Rules & Regulations

Team coach, captain or manager is responsible for notifying his/her players of the tournament
schedule and rules; however each individual is responsible for his/her own actions while
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participating in the tournament.

Entry fee is $150.00. Full entry fee and rosters are due before your first game. NO
EXCEPTIONS!

All team rosters are limited to twelve (12) players.

Each player must have a signed parent waiver before participating.

All matches will be rally scoring. The first team to win two (2) games wins the match (best of
3). Games will be played to twenty five (25) points (win by 2) with a cap at thirty (30) points.
The deciding set will be played to 15 points (win by 2) with a cap at twenty (20) points.

Two (2) games won consecutively will be declared a win; therefore the third (3™) game will
not be played.

The championship match will be a best-of-3 with each game played to twenty five (25)
points. A team must win by two (2) at NO CAP.

High School rules will be used for both divisions.

Served ball may graze the net and drop to the other side for point.

A player must not block or attack a serve.

. Each team must have a minimum of six (6) players to start the game. There will be a five (5)

minute grace period for teams running late. The game will be a forfeit if a team does not have
six (6) players by the end of the grace period.

. Each team will be allowed one (1) time out per game.
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No changes can be made to the roster after the team plays their first match.
Teams must be present at least 15 minutes before scheduled match in case of a forfeit or two
game match. (See rule #5)
A coin toss will determine first serve/side for the first game, alternating the next two games.
Side-out: When a side-out is called, the team that won the serve will rotate one position
clockwise; this includes the first side-out awarded.
Any verbal abuse directed toward the referees, score table and/or recreation staff will not be
tolerated. Possible expulsion from the game or tournament may occur at the discretion of the
referees and/or recreation staff.
Any player or coach engaging in fighting will be expelled from the game & must leave
the premises immediately. Failure to comply will result in the team’s expulsion from the
tournament. Entry fee will not be refunded. Unsportsmanlike conduct will not be
tolerated.
Anyone suspected to be under the influence or in the possession of illegal drugs or alcohol
while at the CCC and premises, including the parking lot, will be expelled from the match and
must leave immediately.
All referee calls are final.

The Recreation Department promotes good sportsmanship conduct at all times during sports events.
